Purpose:  
 In order for a Long Term Volunteer to be accepted for this project they will need to obtain a Proficient level of the 

Spanish language.  This will be crucial for anyone staying on the field and working for more than 3 months.  Long 

Term Volunteers will need to be able to interact with local Peruvians in work and evangelism environments 

Process: 
The Process for determining appropriate Spanish Proficiency is to be screened by a bi-lingual native Spanish speaker.  

Long Term Volunteer applicants will need to schedule an appointment with an Extreme Volunteer to test their 

language.

Language Training : 
Any Long Term Volunteer that is deemed to have the appropriate Spanish Proficiency Level, they will not be required 

to take Language Training in Peru.  This will save the volunteer financially for the cost of training. 

If the Long Term Volunteer is not deemed to have the appropriate Spanish Proficiency Level, they will be required to 

take from one to three months of language school in Peru prior to their field training date.  The language training will 

be intensive and designed to produce intermediate to advanced Spanish speakers.  The school that has been 

selected as the official Extreme Peru language institute is CEICA Peru. 

Since 1996, CEICA has been producing proficient Spanish speakers of all ages and levels and has earned a reputation 

as a personalized and professional school.  The cost is $2,100 which is already included in the price for a Long Term 

Volunteer. 
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
